SIGHTSEEING IN ANNAPOLIS

How to Get There

Both of the bus stops in Annapolis are a little far from the historic
center that you’ll want to visit (2-3 miles). Once you get down there,
however, you’ll find that activities are densely packed and don’t
require excessive walking.

MTA Commuter Bus/Dillon’s

This commuter bus runs from the New Carrolton Metro Stop to
Annapolis, M-F at 7:10 and 8:45 a.m. Returns depart at 2:15, 4:14,
5:15 or 7:15. The bus route you want is 921.

Cost: $3.35 one-way

Directions: Departs from the New Carrolton Metro Stop, takes you to
the Naval Academy Stadium, 1.7 miles from the Naval Academy.
Hours: Mon-Fri, no holiday, Saturdays, or Sundays. Check the
Maryland MTA website for more information and a current bus
schedule.

Greyhound

Greyhound runs a direct bus every day of the week to Annapolis.
Departures are everyday, at 8:45, 1:30, or 5:15, and returns are at 2:55
or 8:45. The Greyhound Station is at 1005 1% St NW in DC.

Cost: $15.25 one-way, or $30.25 round trip, but if you buy your ticket
at least 3 days in advance, you can get a companion ticket for one
other person free. Splitting the cost makes it pretty reasonable.
Directions: Departs from the Greyhound Station in 1005 1% St NW,
takes you to the Greyhound Station in Annapolis on 308 Chinquapin
Round Rd. 3 miles from the Naval Academy.

What to Do There

Visitor Center

An essential first stop.

Admission: Free.

Directions: 26 West Street, by Church Circle. % mile from the Naval
Academy.

Hours: daily 9-5.

US Naval Academy

The undergraduate college of the U.S. Navy. The academy covers
more than 300 acres on the south side of the Severn River. Established
in 1845 by Navy Secretary George Bancroft, the academy occupies the
site of old Fort Severn. Tours and information are available at the
Armel-Leftwich Visitor Center, which features interactive exhibits, a
film and guided walking tours; food is available in the center. Major
attractions on the walking tour are Bancroft Hall, reputedly one of the
largest student dormitories in the world; and the U.S. Naval Academy
Chapel and crypt of John Paul Jones, the Revolutionary War hero. The
U.S. Naval Academy Museum in Preble Hall displays paintings, flags,
uniforms, swords, firearms, medals, sculptures, ships' instruments and
gear and personal memorabilia. Noteworthy are the Rogers Ships
Models Collection and the Beverley R. Robinson Collection of Naval
Prints. Noon formation is held before Bancroft Hall, weather
permitting, Monday through Friday during the school year. Formal
dress parades are held in fall and spring and during Commissioning
Week, which is usually the third week in May. If you’re planning on
visiting the Naval Academy, you’ll either want to walk to it first and
then visit other historic sites on your way back to the bus, or visit
historic sites on your way there and make it or last stop. It’s on the
water, which makes it the edge of the city and the farthest away from
your bus stop.



Admission: Tour $6; over 62, $5; grades 1-12, $4. You can walk
around on your own free.

Directions: 52 King George St. 1.7 miles from the commuter bus, 3
miles from Greyhound.

Hours: Grounds open daily 9-5; chapel and crypt of John Paul Jones
close at 4. Visitor center open daily 9-5, Mar.-Dec.; 9-4, rest of year.
Museum open Mon.-Sat. 9-5, Sun. 11-5. Tour times vary with the
season. Closed Jan. 1, Thanksgiving and Dec. 25.

Discover Annapolis Tours

This 1-hour narrated minibus tour introduces passengers to 3 centuries
of local history, architecture, folklore and trivia. The tours pass
through residential areas, the waterfront, a section of the Naval
Academy, and around the Maryland State House and Governor's
house.

Admission: Fare $12; ages 11-15, $6; ages 5-10, $3. Fares may vary;
phone ahead.

Directions: Departs from the Annapolis visitor center at 26 West St. 1
mile from the MTA stop, 1.8 miles from Greyhound. 410-626-6000.
Hours: Departures daily, Apr.-Nov.; Sat.-Sun., rest of year. Phone for
departure times. Closed Jan. 1, Thanksgiving and Dec. 25.

Annapolis Harbor Tour

A 40-minute cruise of Annapolis harbor, the Severn River and the
banks of the U.S. Naval Academy.

Admission: Fare $7; ages 3-11, $4.

Directions: Slip 20, City Dock on Market St. 2 miles from
Greyhound, 1.4 miles from MTA.

Hours: Departures on the hour Mon.-Fri. 11-4, Sat.-Sun. 11-7, mid-
May through Labor Day; Mon.-Fri. noon-3, Sat.-Sun. 11-6, Apr. 1 to
mid-May and day after Labor Day-early Oct.

Banneker-Douglass Museum

The museum in this 1874-75 brick former church features changing
exhibits focusing on prominent Maryland African-Americans.
Admission: Free.

Directions: in the Old Mount Moriah AME Church at 84 Franklin St.
1.2 miles from MTA, 1.9 miles from Greyhound, 2/3 mile from the
Naval Academy.

Hours: Tues.-Fri. 10-3, Sat. noon-4.

Hammond-Harwood House

A preserved Georgian house. Built in 1774 for legislator and planter
Matthias Hammond, the building was the last work of renowned
architect William Buckland. A museum since 1938, the house features
late 18th- and early 19th-century decorative art.

Admission: Admission $5; ages 6-18, $3.

Directions: off King George St. at 19 Maryland Ave. %4 mile from the
Naval Academy.

Hours: Guided tours on the hour Mon.-Sat. 10-4, Sun. noon-4, Mar.-
Dec.; Fri.-Sat. 10-4, Sun. noon-4, rest of year. Last tour at 3. Closed
Jan. 1, Thanksgiving and Dec. 25.

Helen Avalynne Tawes Garden

A 5-acre, barrier-free botanical garden. It features representations of
the state's natural environmental communities, from the forested
mountains of western Maryland to the sand dunes of the Eastern
Shore. Shallow ponds support such wildlife as bullfrogs, ducks, fish,
songbirds and turtles. Weekdays the garden is entered through Tawes
State Office Building; weekend and holiday access is between the
Court of Appeals and the Department of Natural Resources buildings.
Guided tours are scheduled by reservation; a booklet is available for
self-guiding tours.

Admission: Free

Directions: Across the Street from the Navy Memorial Stadium (MTA
stop), 580 Taylor Ave. at the Tawes State Office Building.

Hours: Daily, dawn-dusk.



Maryland State House

The oldest state capitol in continuous legislative use and the only one
in which Congress met. It was begun in 1772 and finished 7 years
later. Because of its convenient location, the State House served as
capitol of the United States from Nov. 26, 1783, to Aug. 13, 1784,
until a permanent location was chosen. In the Old Senate Chamber,
George Washington resigned his commission as the commander in
chief of the Continental Army, and Thomas Jefferson accepted his
position as the first United States minister plenipotentiary to foreign
governments. The most significant event, however, took place Jan. 14,
1784, when the Continental Congress ratified the Treaty of Paris,
officially ending the American Revolution. Self-guiding tours are
available.

Admission: Free

Directions: on State Circle, 1/3 mile from the Naval Academy.
Hours: Building open daily 9-5; closed Dec. 25. Guided tours are
given daily at 11 and 3; closed Jan. 1, Easter, Thanksgiving and Dec.
25.

St. Anne’s Church

Rebuilt in 1859, it is the third church on this site since the parish was
founded in 1692. King William III presented the communion silver in
1695. The St. Anne's Memorial Window, by Tiffany & Co., won first
prize for ecclesiastical art at the Chicago World's Fair in 1893.
Admission: Free.

Directions: Church Circle, % mile from the Naval Academy.

Hours: Daily 8-6.

William Paca House and Garden

Was the estate of Paca, governor of Maryland and signer of the
Declaration of Independence. Built 1763-65, the restored Georgian
house, which combines elements of English Georgian style with
progressive Maryland additions such as massive end chimneys,
contains period furnishings. The garden was originally laid out 1765-
72. The restored 2-acre area includes a Chinese Chippendale bridge, a
summer house, a fish-shaped pond, formal parterres and a wilderness
garden.

Admission: Admission $8; ages 6-17, $5
